Federal prosecutors said she and her brother ran a years-long scheme that made tens of 
millions of dollars by lying to manufacturers to obtain steeply discounted goods under false 
claims that the products would be exported to Mexico or sold to prisons and rehabilitation 
facilities. Instead, the goods were resold to U.S. distributors at higher prices. Prosecutors 
said the fraud caused manufacturers tens of millions of dollars in losses, while Camberos 
personally took in more than $12 million and used the proceeds to purchase luxury vehicles, 
multiple homes, a beachfront condominium, and other assets.
